Singhal break ground for the Bedford project of Habitat for Humanity Greater Lowell Affiliate this past Sunday.

Despite the weather, an enthusiastic crowd turned out in Bedford, Massachusetts, for the official groundbreaking ceremony of Habitat for Humanity Greater Lowell’s new energy efficient affordable housing development. Millipore is sponsoring one of the homes in the development, which are scheduled to begin construction later this fall.

Martin Madaus, President, Chairman and CEO of Millipore was among the featured speakers at Sunday’s event. “When I heard you could build sustainable housing that was also affordable, I knew Millipore had to participate,” said Madaus. “The opportunity to provide support to Bedford where we have not only operated for the past several decades but which was instrumental in our own energy efficient building makes this project a perfect fit with Millipore’s corporate values.”

Roland Heinrich, Vice President, Research and Development, and his family and David Newman, Director of Sustainability, were also on hand for the groundbreaking and kick-off celebration for this exciting project.

The development will include eight houses and is expected to take up to four years to build. Construction will involve a new “green building” policy, which requires all Habitat homes to be certified under the Leadership in Energy and Environmental Design (LEED) Green Building Rating System. Green building techniques developed by the architect, Building Science Corporation (BSC) will also be implemented. 

Millipore employees will volunteer on construction projects for this development throughout the year.


Habitat for Humanity of Greater Lowell (HFHGL), a local affiliate of Habitat for Humanity International, seeks to strengthen area families and communities through affordable homeownership opportunities. HFHGL works in partnership with corporations, like-minded community groups, faith-based organizations, and individual volunteers to develop and create simple, decent, energy efficient, affordable homes.
